IMPORTANT NOTICE REGARDING THE NEMA/ALA MATRIX AND ENERGY STAR QUALIFICATION

The existing NEMA/ALA Lamp and Ballast Platform Matrix will not fully satisfy the ENERGY STAR program’s new third party certification requirements which become effective January 1, 2011.  You may continue to use the matrix to submit products prior to January 1, 2011.  After this date, no new subcomponents (lamps or ballasts) will be added to the matrix. The NEMA/ALA matrix will remain available, and can help to guide you towards subcomponents that meet ENERGY STAR requirements.  After January 1, ENERGY STAR qualification of fixtures using these subcomponents will require submission of relevant test data to the certification body of your choosing.

In support of the forthcoming ENERGY STAR Luminaires specification, the US Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is currently developing a new database of certified lighting subcomponents which will meet performance levels in the new spec, as well as the new third party certification requirements.  EPA will notify partners once this new database is posted to energystar.gov for partner use.  The NEMA/ALA matrix will be sunset when the Residential Light Fixture (RLF) specification is sunset, prior to the effective date of the ENERGY STAR Luminaires specification (Fall 2011).
